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Buried Treasure Discovered

Sumterõs Home Chapter

In July 2009, on what had to be the hottest day of the year, an adventure of great proportion began for Sumterôs Home Chapter 

NSDAR.  My wonderful neighbor, Thomas Hayne Murphy (Tommy), who is a Supervising Engineer for a large engineering firm in 

Columbia, came home from work all ña-twitterò about the fact that while working on Palmetto Extension Project in North Charles-

ton, SC, he had literally stumbled onto an old cemetery out in the middle of nowhere.  Now, to us Southerners that means ñway-y-y-

y out yonder.ò  I was very anxious to hear how this had come about.  It seems he was off the right-of-way searching for GPS markers 

when he came across a small, and what looked to be abandoned, cemetery with only five headstones.  Then the story got really inter-

esting.  He continued by telling me that the dates on the stones were 1812, 1805, etc., and one had what looked to be ñhonorableò 

inscribed on it, but incorrectly spelled.  Tommy was sure that these must be people from the Revolutionary War era.   
 

The reason for Tommyôs awareness was that last year I had researched his genealogy as a Christmas gift. He also knew of my pas-

sion for the DAR.  This was all it took for him to recognize what could possibly be a Revolutionary War Patriotôs burial site. 
 

As soon as he supplied a few more details I was convinced that he was right. So the next day I sent him back to the site armed with a 

camera and a few tricks for reading old tombstones.  I anxiously awaited his return from work that evening.  I knew immediately he 

had found something when I saw the big smile on his face.  Not only had he taken a picture of the site, he had also transcribed the 

headstones.  The misspelled word was indeed ñHonorable.ò  I knew that someone here was indeed important. 
 

After seeing the pictures and reading the wording on the tombstones with names like ñHugerò and ñBeeò I was truly excited.  I spent 

the rest of the evening ñgooglingò and researching.  Almost immediately I realized that Tommy had discovered the final resting place 

of The Honorable Thomas Bee and his family.   By this point I was about to pop with excitement so I made a late night call to Linda 

Hawkins, Regent, Sumterôs Home Chapter.  Well, if you know Linda as well as we do, her excitement could not be contained either, 

and she immediately suggested that we make a trip to the site the very next dayé and we did.   

Siege of Charleston  
 
On May 12, 2010, SCDAR Regent, Marilyn Altman, and Commemorative Events Chairman, Jo Anne 
Boone, participated in the unveiling of a new historical marker commemorating the Siege of Charleston. 
In a joint effort of SCDAR, SAR, and the Major General William Moultrie Chapter, SAR, the ceremony 
was held on the 230th anniversary of American General Benjamin Lincoln's surrender to British General 
Lord Charles Cornwallis. The marker is placed at Marion Square, Charleston, SC, and is the first sign-
age to remind us of this important military event where over 500 American and British troops fell in 
downtown Charleston. It stands near a tabby remnant of the city's colonial fortifications. 
 
Participating in the planning, coordination and implementation were SCDAR chapters: Colonel Joseph 
Glover, Susannah Smith Elliott, and Eliza Lucas Pinckney. Mark Malloy of the National Park Service; 
authors Mary Clark Coy and Carl Borick; Doug Doster, John Ramsey  and Marilyn Altman spoke to the 
crowd of over 100 people.
