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NOMINATIONS FOR STATE OFFICERS 2012-2015
Article IV T OFFICERS

Section 1. The officers of the South Carolina State Society NSDAR shall be State Regent, State Vice -Regent,
State Chaplain, State Recording Secretary, State Corresponding Secretary, State Organizing Secretary, State
Treasurer, State Registrar, State Historian, State Librarian, and six State Directors.

Section 2. All state officers shall be elected at the State Conference; if there are two or more candidates for an
office, election for that office shall be by ballot ; a majority of votes cast shall elect.

Section 3. To be eligible for election to a state office, each candidate shall have been endorsed for the office by
a majority vote of the chapter in which she holds membership. To be eligible for the office of State Regent or
State Vice Regent, a member shall hold and have held membership in a chapter or chapters within this state for
at least five years and have served as Chapter Regent. To be eligible for any other state office, a member shall
hold and have held membership in a chapter or chapters within this state for at least three years and have
served as Chapter Regent with the exception of State Treasurer or State Librarian.

The State Nominating Committee asks that Chapters wishing to nominate a member for state office send a letter
of endorsement and a resume to each member of the nominating committee to arrive no later than October 1,
2011.

It took much work and many tools to cut and install the tiny floor boards, to sand and paint the walls, and
to locate the correct furniture, kitchen tools, and food items. But a promise is a promise, and in February of 2011, SUNSHINE HALL
PHASE Il was delivered to Tamassee.

The Sunshine Hall Kitchen is based on one that dates from the 18" Century and still stands today in Charleston. Both Sunshine

Hall and the original kitchen consist of two stories with the lower floor serving primarily as the cooking area and housing the main
fireplace with double ovens, shelves with cooking and serving items, work tables, produce, and a small eating area for the servants.

The Charleston kitchen actually has the fireplace in the center of the room opening on both sides. Cooking was done on one side

and laundry, candle-making, and soap-ma ki ng on the other. Sunshine Hall b6s | omger f|
and the storing of produce and other food and serving items.

The Charleston kitchen has an upper story that housed the house servants. The two upper rooms are also divided by the double
fireplace; male servants slept in one room and females in the other. Since Sunshine Hall is a family affair with no servants, the first
upper room is used for storing damaged and unused items, much as we use attic space today. The second room is used as a
sleeping quarters whenever it is needed for a guest or a family member. When not used for sleeping, this room is used for candle-
making, as seen by the candle mold and candles near the fireplace.

Although an original storybook accompanied the mansion, it was decided to try something different with the kitchen. An original
participation play (COLONIAL KIDS IN THE KITCHEN) was written by Chapter Regent Linda Hawkins. After the kitchen was un-
veiled and a short explanation of its features was given, Linda, assisted by Rose Spradley, Susan Saunders, and Sue Pitts, began
to describe what i s meant by MI ME. She called on severalviof th
ties. After the children fAlifted heavy suitcaseso and pldygi cked

When the play began, the children were called to the stage, given props and hats, and assigned parts, which they acted out by fol-
lowing the words of the narrator. The children did not know in advance that they would be performing, and laughter and fun
abounded as they became not only colonial children working in the kitchen but also the door, the fireplace, and pieces of furniture in
the room! To the delight of all concerned, Dean Bare appeared in full costume complete with tri-corn hat and served as the Town
Crier. At the conclusion of the play, Dean talked about the importance of the children working together, just as the colonial children
had done in the play. Susan Saunders concluded the program by treating the children to samples of an old colonial favorite, squash
donut balls, which had been prepared by the Sumter ladies a few hours earlier. All ended on a happy note!

But the Sunshine Hall Kitchen story did not end there. The children enjoyed the play so much, it was decided to rehearse a more

prepared version for the Tamassee Academy students to perform at the SC Spring Conference in March. So Sue and Linda

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Unique Scrapbook Discovered after Decades

Published Wednesday, May 18, 2011 909 AM

A unique and valuable scrapbook has been donated to the South Carolina Daughters of the American Revolution,
thanks to the expert eye of a St. Stephen woman.

The scrapbook was among many items for sale at an auction in Darlington when antiques dealer Libba Carroll of the
Rachlel's at Main store in St. Stephen spotted it. In her business she finds items like this often, and Carroll recognized
its value.

The scrapbook is full of newspaper clippings, photos and program pamphlets of the South Carolina Daughters of the
American Revolution (DAR) from 1936 to 1937.

The woman who made the scrapbook was Grace Marshall (Mrs. John Logan Marshall). In 1937 Grace Marshall
served as South Carolina DAR State Regent. In 1947 she was elected to be President General of the DAR but
died of a heart attack at the National DAR Convention.

The chapter decided that it should beéalaced somewhere accessible to members of the SCDAR. Cathi Lee, Regent
of GMB, photographed each page and put the images onto a disk. She contacted Penny Renwick, SCDAR State
Historian and gave her the disk at the 2011 SC State Conference in Columbia on March 25.

Renwick announced at one of the meetings of the conference that a 1937 scrapbook of a former SC State Regent,
"Mrs. John Logan Marshall" had been found. In the audience at that announcement was Nancy Crowther, Regent of
Thomas Heyward Jr. Chapter of Beaufort and wife to Carroll Crowther. (Crowther is the grandson of Mrs. John Logan
Marshall.)

He was in Columbia at the time and received a phone call from his wife about the existence of the scrapbook. A
meeting was arranged between Nancy and Carroll Crowther, Penny Renwick and Cathi Lee, and it was decided
that the scrapbook would be given to Crowther. The Crowthers have decided to place the scrapbook at Tamassee
DAR School because so many articles in the scrapbook pertain to Tamassee.

A gate at the school is named for Grace
Marshall.

What was lost is now found.

Grace Marshall's daughter, Betty Marshall
Crowther, age 95, is still alive and is a mem-
ber of the Thomas Heyward, Jr. Chapter of
the SCDAR. She served as a SCDAR Page
in 1937 and is mentioned and pictured in
the scrapbook. Carroll Crowther is Betty
Crowther's son. On May 4 he came to
Goose Creek and met Cathi Lee and Kitty
Mescher at Goose Creek City Hall to re-
ceive the scrapbook.

It was a great reunion with a family heir-
loom. Carroll Crowther is an engineer heav-
ily involved in securing the foundation of the
Morris Island Lighthouse. For more infor-
mation about the scrapbook or the DAR
contact GeneralMarionsBri-
gade@gmail.com.
